Goal:  Establish the relationship between length of arm span and height of a person (class 2014)
Objectives: 

1. Collect the data of the length of arm span and the height of each student in the class room.

 2. Organize the data in MS-Excel

3.  Represent the data using a scatter plot of the relationship between the length of arm span and the height of a person

4. Display the data using line of regression that best fits for the above data (use a graph paper)

5. Analyze the data and compare the data among boys and girls.

Procedure: 
1. Measure the length of arm span and the height of each student in your group using a ruler.  Everyone in the group should be actively participating.

2. Record your name and measurements in MS Excel sheet.

3. Collect the data of the class from MS Excel sheet. 

4. Find the average length of arm span and the average height of class.

5. Separate  the average length of arm span for girls and boys and compare
6. Do the same for the height

7. Take a graph paper and represent the data of the whole class using scatter plot

8. Take a graph paper and display the line of regression that fits the data.

9. Summarize  the relationship between two variables
